B. Provide (2) letters of recommendation from educators or community representatives
that discuss your community volunteerism, if applicable.

C. Submit official or unofficial accumulative transcript verifying the GPA of 2.5 or
better.

D. Completed application must be postmarked no later than April 15, 2026.
Incomplete applications or applications with missing documents will not be
considered.

E. Recipients will be notified by email.

AWARDS:

Awardees may also reapply for a scholarship ANNUALLY,
for up to 3 years. Reapplication requires a 2.7 GPA, a current academic transcript, and proof of
upcoming enrollment. An essay is optional.
